As an institution dedicated to learning, of the
higher and not-so-higher varieties, The Austin
Public Library is committed to assisting you
with problems like these. For teens, with or
without the SAT looming in your immediate
future, we're here to help.We maintain a
broad and current collection of tools to help
you prepare for this significant, life-changing
event. If you want some help divining the
answer to this particular problem, we might
suggest that you visit the research corner of
our website (www.ci.austin.tx.us/library/
rg_edresearch.htm) and try out the various
test preparation links, like www.number2.com
or www.testprepreview.com, we have there
for you. We might suggest that you check out
one of the many test prep guides available

at your local Austin Public Library branch.We
might do that, but instead, we invite you to
visit that local branch this fall and experience
the transformative power of generating an
altered book of your very own.

According to ISABA (the International Society
of Altered Book Artists), an altered book “is
any book, old or new that has been recycled by
creative means into a work of art.They can be
...rebound, painted, cut, burned, folded, added
to, collaged in, gold-leafed, rubber stamped,
drilled or otherwise adorned ...” Today’s altered
book comes from a long, storied tradition.The
ancient Romans wrote on wax tablets, scraped
down their writing, and wrote on them again.
Cicero referred to such tablets as palimpsests,
and by the 11th century that term referred

to an institution in 11th century ltalian
monasteries, where monks scraped down used

manuscripts to write in them again. Skip ahead
to Victorian England, where folks practiced
“grangerism,” using old books to collect the
ephemera (recipes, magazine images, family
photos) that commemorate the resonance

of their lives.And here and now, in an age
defined by technology, folks far and wide are
unplugging, smocking-up, and discovering the
joys of using their hands. People are embracing
their deepest instincts to tear something apart
and engage their hearts and minds in its rich
and vivid restitution. As long as humankind has
recorded our trials and tribulations in writing,
s0 have we come along afterwards and messed
with the record. If recreation is indeed the
restoration of health, how better to practice it
than by healing, through art, a broken book?

So, what can you expect of an Austin Public
Library Altered Books program? You begin with
a book, whose usefulness, through no fault of
its own, has expired, and transform it into a
piece of art as individual and colorful as your
secrets.We'll provide the books themselves, as
well as tools and trinkets with which to bedeck
them.You bring your enthusiastic inspirations,
sanguine sturdiness, and even the odd tortured
sensibility, and make them manifest in your
very own tome.

One part recycling, one part creativity, and fun
